ATHENS AREA SCHOOL DISTRICT BUS ROUTE CHANGES

The Athens Area School District’s Board of Education approved several bus route changes for the
upcoming 2011-12 school year.

The Board eliminated the Bus 23 route which had transported Lynch-Bustin elementary and Harlan-
Rowe Junior High School students. The two bus stops that were eliminated are Elmira Street & Central
Avenue and Wells Avenue & Orchard Street. Students will now walk to their respective schools.

The Board also eliminated the Bus 13 route. Students, who rode Bus 13, will now be transported by Bus
14 and Bus 15. Students that will be going to the Harlan-Rowe Junior High School from Gladys-Burnham
elementary school will ride on Bus 15. Students going to the Athens Area High School from Gladys-
Burnham elementary school will ride on Bus 14,

The Bus 29 bus stop at Elmira Street & Central Avenue is also being eliminated. All SRU Middle School
students from that bus stop will need to walk to Harlan-Rowe Junior High School and get on Bus 29 to EO
to the SRU Middle School.

The District has also made several Bus Stop Changes for this year. They are as follows:

Bus 29:
South Main Street south of State Route 199 — will be picked up at the corner of South Main Street and
State Route 199 by Bus 29,

Bus 20:

Roosevelt Street students will be picked up at the corner of Roosevelt Street & Pennsylvania Avenue,
Washington Street students will be picked up at the corner of Washington Street & Pennsylvania
Avenue.

Tara Lane students will be picked up at the corner of Tara Lane & Pennsylvania Avenue.

Bus 26: The following stops will be added:
Hillcrest Avenue & Lockhart Street
Hillcrest Avenue & Jacob Street

Pine Tree Road & Westhrook Street
Baxter Street & Westbrook Street

Bus 25:
Will pick up/drop off students on Clinton Street.

Bus 29:
Will pick up/drop off students on Bressler Street.

Crossing Guards Changes:
Crossing guards will be placed at the Rail Road tracks on Main and Elmira Streets. The crossing guard at
Wells Avenue and Orchard Street will be moved to Frederick Street and Main Street.
